Artist Performance Agreement & Guidelines

Rising Stars Competition is a multi-musical act event to raise funds for the Boys & Girls Club of Ukiah while providing a public event for the musicians of our community a chance to perform in front of an audience and compete for prizes.  

Artists are encouraged to invite their fans to support them

as part of their performance score is based on crowd appreciation!

1. Performance Agreement:

The Performance Agreement outlines the details and policies for competing in the 2009 Rising Stars Music Showcase.  Violation of the policies set forth in the Performance Agreement will result in action including, but not limited to, disqualification or a reduced performance score.

a) Performance Length / Load-In:

Artists will have 25 minutes of stage time.  The timer will start as soon as the act steps onto the stage area and will continue to run through setup and teardown.  Artists will have 25 minutes to setup, perform and tear down.  All cables will be provided on the stage.  There will be stagehands and a stage manager in the stage area to assist Artists in preparing to perform.  There will also be a staging area so that artists may tune their instruments prior to performance.  Any act that exceeds their 25 minutes will be disqualified.

Each act will be assigned a specific prep time and a specific load-in time in advance of performance date. Order of performances will be determined by genre. Artists must report to the staging area at their specified time.  Failure to comply with specific times will result in disqualification.

A sound engineer will be provided for this event.  All Artists will be required to use the engineer provided. These sound engineers are the only authorized personnel to use the equipment.

b) Equipment & Facilities

Artists will be responsible for all their own gear. By signing Performance Agreement, all artists assume complete liability for their own equipment as well as all equipment provided by contest sponsors. This is legally binding and non-negotiable.  All standard equipment has been provided by event sponsors.  Artists are expected to take care as to not damage any equipment or the facilities this event is held in.  Damage to equipment or the facilities, intentional or unintentional may result in disqualification from this event and the artist that causes the damage will be held personally liable for repair or replacement.   

Artists are limited to the amount of equipment they may bring for their performance to the following:

Guitar Players – Guitars, Heads, Pedals, Cords  ***Cabinets will be provided.  Please bring Guitar Heads***

Bass Players - Basses, Heads, Pedals, Cords

Drummers – Kick Pedal, Snare Drum, Sticks

Keyboard Players – Keyboards, Stands, Cords

Horn Players – Horns, Stands.

There will be a full sound system provided.  No outside fog/smoke machines/fireworks/lights/pyrotechnics of any kind may be used.  

Each act will be provided with the same equipment.  Up to 2 Guitar Cabinets, One Bass Amp, A Drum Kit, A Keyboard Stand, and Microphones.  If you have any special needs, please address them prior to the event.  We will do our best to accommodate you. If other equipment is needed that is not addressed here, please contact us at info@risingstarscompetition.com immediately to address these issues.  Participating acts will be required to provide equipment lists and stage plots at least 2 weeks before performance date.
Only capped water bottles are allowed on stage.  Please do not bring food or open drinks into the stage area.

Only artists with their artist access pass and staff members are allowed in the pre-stage and stage area.  Passes are supplied to each artist upon checkin.  Please do not enter the stage or pre-stage areas at any other time than the times appointed to your act. 

c) Scoring System:  

Artists will be judged to determine first and second place winners within their respective category. The overall competition winners will be determined by the most points awarded by the judges. The scores from the judges will be tallied and winners will be announced at the end of all performances.  Performances will be rated as follows:

d) Artist Conduct

All Artists will act in a professional manner.  Any artist caught fighting, excessively cursing, cheating, publicly intoxicated, or provoking violence will be immediately disqualified.  This is a family event and artists are expected to tailor their music and behavior to the family environment. 

Artists are to be aware of the effect their music is having on the crowd and not to encourage behavior that might result in physical injury or damage to the facility.

Smoking is allowed only in designated areas.  Please extinguish all cigarettes in the buckets provided.  Do not drop cigarettes on the ground.

e) Adherence to Local Laws
All Artists must adhere to all local laws.  Any violation of this will result in immediate disqualification, and possible legal action. This includes but is not limited to the consumption of alcohol and any actions taken while under the influence of alcohol. Artists that are over 21 may purchase alcohol but are reminded to drink in moderation and to designate a sober driver.


       f)    Talent Release and Media Coverage

This event has been publicized on the radio and in newspapers.  We will have a photographer on location and it is likely that there will be other media coverage of this event.  In order to perform, all musicians or their parents or legal guardians (if under the age of 18) will be required to sign a talent release upon checkin.  These will be printed out as part of your sign in packet.  If you are a minor and your parent or legal guardian will not be at the show, this form must be filled out and brought to the performance or we can not let you participate. Please contact us to request a form and we will email it to you.  A verbal approval is not acceptable.  This form must be submitted for every artist on the stage. 


     g)     Check in period and procedures

Artists are expected to check in 45 minutes before their performance time.  Please do not check in prior to this time.  All members of the group must check in at the same time.  Please enter through the door marked “Artist Checkin” and receive your load in instructions and information. 


      h)
  Post Performance Area

Musicians will be provided with a table in which to sit, meet the fans, hand out demo cd's or sell items related to their act.  We will not have the means to sell or distribute items for artists and artists are responsible for their own merchandise.. To allow each act the opportunity to interact with the audience in this personal nature, artists may use this table for the duration of the act following theirs.  This means when the act performing after you is leaving the stage, you must move away from the table to allow them use of it.
